A Kid Killer is Sentenced, but Who Made Him Kill?


Nathaniel Brazill, the fourteen year old boy who murdered his teacher in class, received a twenty-eight year sentence on Friday, July 27; he was tried in Florida like an adult. "This is a severe sentence," said Rabbi David Eidensohn, "but who made him kill? Are we sentencing the music industry that fills young people with murder talk? Are we considering the movie and television industry that makes millions of dollars by hooking young people on murder and violence? Are we punishing the school system that teaches people to be free and emancipated but doesn't offer them a guide to living and happiness? We must seek the source of this savagery. It is the work of adults. And they must pay."


Rabbi Eidensohn called for a new look at the constant recurrence of students murdering in public schools. "We don't find these things in parochial schools, even in the poorest neighborhoods," said the rabbi. "These murders, increasing in number and violence, have ceased to shock us, and that is a shame. If we were really shocked, we would point the finger where it belongs, at the NEA, the teachers, the psychologists, the culture destroyers, all of those who hate religion, Sinai and traditional morality.


"The teachers, psychologists and entertainers are obsessed with changing nature. They want boys to be girls, and girls to be boys. They make women work and be men, and shame men into trying to be women. They shame manly and female feelings. The emotions twist and coil, until Nathanial Brazille explodes and murders a popular teacher. Society then arises in its wrath, and punishes a little boy. It ignores those who primed his simple soul to slaughter."
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
